READING BOOKS

FICTION  -  (historical, adventure) novels, thrillers, romances, love stories, short stories, detective stories, adventure stories, fantasy stories, humorous stories, spy stories, horror stories, 

NON-FICTION -  popular science, biographies, autobiographies, documentaries, diaries, memoirs

SCIENCE FICTION  - space adventures, time travel

DRAMA  - comedy, tragedy, historical plays

POETRY -  verses, rhymes, odes

FOLKLORE - folk tales, fairy tales, myths, ballads

ESSAYS on various subjects 

REFERENCE BOOKS - encyclopedia, dictionary, atlas, map, textbook, brochure, booklet

PEOPLE - author, writer, a children’s writer, playwright, dramatist, essayist, novelist, a humorist, poet, short story writer, librarian, publisher, printer, editor, genius, a literary critic, a reader

A word, a phrase, a sentence, a quotation, a (descriptive) passage, an extract, a chapter, a part, a volume, a collection of plays (stories, poems), a pocket edition, a cover, to read from cover to cover, paperback, hardback (hardcover), the contents, introduction, conclusion, a plot, a character (a hero, a heroine), a narrator, a description, a masterpiece, a bestseller, a library, a bookshop, a proverb, a saying

to portray (depict) life truthfully – изображать жизнь правдоподобно
