19. YOUNG PEOPLE’S PROBLEMS

My friends do not betray me, and I can trust them in any situation. We spend a lot of time together. We go to parties or to the movies, go in for sports or just talk.

YOUNG PEOPLE’S PROBLEMS.

If you don’t like noisy clubs and other places of entertainment, you can make friends without leaving your apartment. The Internet gives such an opportunity. But the problem is that people can sit at the displays for 24 hours without eating, sleeping, having a rest, working or learning properly. I am sure, that it’s a great problem of the present and future.
