2-3. MY FUTURE PROFESSSION
When young people leave (finish) school, they have to make some very important decisions, which will influence all their future life. One of them is the choice of a future career. 

A great number of young people don’t know what exactly they would like to do in their future, because there are hundreds of useful and interesting professions – an actor, an artist, a policeman, a doctor, a driver, a musician, a politician, a journalist, an engineer, an interpreter and many others. 

The most popular (and well-paid) jobs nowadays are a businessman, an economist, a programmer, a computer operator and a lawyer. Besides new jobs are constantly appearing, for example PR manager, training-manager, or HR-manager. In future there will be many more new professions.

As for me, I am going to continue my education, because it is absolutely necessary for a future career. After leaving school I would like to enter some institution of higher education (ВУЗ). But I have not made up my mind yet which institute to choose. 

People can get higher education in different institutions – technical schools, institutes, universities and academies. The most famous and the most prestigious university in our country is Moscow State University.    

I think profession should be both prestigious and interesting. It is impossible to forget about the material aspect as well.

[One of the most fashionable and prestigious professions of today is that of a computer operator. We can’t imagine our life without computers - they can do a lot of wonderful things. New programmes are needed all the time to meet the increasing demands of the time. And those young people who have chosen this profession will easily find a job after graduating from the institute.]

There are neither good nor bad professions. The problem is that every profession should fit (подходить, соответствовать) the person to make him happy.  

In order to make the right choice, it is necessary to know your inclinations and interests. First of all, a person should listen to himself. He shouldn’t simply enter the same institute as his friends or follow blindly his parents’ example if he doesn’t like the profession itself. The material aspect should not be of primary importance either.

Secondly, it’s necessary to take into consideration the recommendations given by teachers, parents and other adults.

I think it is necessary to start thinking about the future profession long before leaving school. In this case you’ll have an opportunity to attend specialized classes to be well prepared for the exams. 

I hope that I’ll manage to make the right choice of my future profession, which will bring me joy, satisfaction and happiness.
